English IV is the study of British and world literature.  Throughout the course, we will focus on the literary movements of British literature.  We will cover some British history in the course since the time period is important for us to understand the author’s motivations for writing.  We will study literature that will provide opportunities for many types of writing assignments (formal and informal), quizzes, tests, oral presentations, vocabulary study, and group work.

Now, how to survive a year with Sturgeon – and even have fun!

1. Come to class prepared to learn and to participate – we will be doing many varied activities and will need your help!  As seniors, I assume and expect you to always conduct yourselves in a manner that reflects respect for yourself, for your school, and for those around you.

2. Bring required materials to class – books, paper, pens, etc….. I will not provide supplies for you.

3. Be on time – tardies do count.  I follow the rules in the school handbook regarding tardies.

4. Do your work on time so that you’ll get regular credit.  I don’t accept work late, unless you have an excused absence.  If an assignment has been made prior to your absence, it is due the day that you return – vocabulary or reading quizzes are to be made up the day that you return.  I do not give extra credit so don’t ask – occasionally you will have bonus questions and the like – you have plenty to work on for regular credit.  You will also be asked to sign an honor pledge – and write one on each test and paper – to promote an atmosphere of academic honesty.  We will follow policies that the English department has laid out regarding plagiarism.

5. No gum, food, drink, candy, etc…. is allowed in A243.  If we have a special occasion, I will let you know.  You will  be given a detention if the above mentioned items are found in your mouth or near you.  There is a garbage can in the room for all trash!! IF I HEAR OR SEE A CELL PHONE, IT WILL BE TAKEN AND GIVEN TO A PRINCIPAL.  IF I CANNOT I.D. WHOSE PHONE IT IS, I WILL CALL A PRINCIPAL TO CONDUCT A SEARCH.  IT IS THE LAW, so don't mess with me on this issue!

6.  Please attend to personal needs (hair combing and brushing, restroom, makeup) prior to class.  

7. The bell is a signal to the teacher to dismiss the class. Do NOT move until I say “goodbye” – packing up belongings is not acceptable until the bell rings – I will try to give you a minute or two to get “packed up.”

8. Due to the class sizes, we will need to raise hands if making a comment or asking a question.  During literature discussions, we may be able to be more casual.  Listening to each other is really important, since we learn from each other.  I WILL NOT tolerate off color, lewd, or insensitive remarks.  You are here to learn.

9. If you have a problem with something that I have assigned or a grade that I’ve given you, put your question/comment in writing.  Then, we will discuss the situation.

10.  Always be willing to ask WHY?  I’ll probably say, Why not?

Items needed for success for English IV:

**One medium sized three ring binder with divisions for writing, class notes and handouts, and vocabulary words,

**notebook paper (not college rule) and pens (blue or black ink for writing; red for revision and editing).  I don’t read items in pencil, so save pencils for math.
**One manila folder for portfolio pieces (quick writes) – give to Ms. Sturgeon ASAP! Put last name, first name on flap of folder.

**appropriate book that we are studying – usually the textbook or a paperback.  You will purchase nine books at the beginning of the school year (see list on back).  Get the correct version where listed.

It is optional, but suggested, that you purchase a good college dictionary.  It would also be helpful to have 3x5 note cards for vocabulary words.
